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Vinod Khosla is a venture capitalist and co-founder of Sun Microsystems. He came to the U.S.
from India in 1976, and over the next 25 years, is said to have created six new jobs for every
day he’d been in the country. In 1986 Vinod switched sides and joined venture capital firm
Kleiner Perkins Caufield & Byers (KPCB), becoming a general partner. In 2004, driven by the
need for flexibility and a desire to be more experimental, to fund sometimes imprudent "science
experiments," and to take on both "for profit" and for "social impact" ventures, he formed
khoslaventures, focusing on both traditional venture capital technology investments and clean
technology ventures. His social ventures include affordable housing, microfinance, and "open
source" textbooks for education amongst others. Vinod is also passionate about alternative
energy, petroleum independence, and the environment. Mr. Khosla is also the Chair of the
Advisory Council for the Resnick Sustainability Institute at Caltech.

He holds a BS from IIT, an MS from Carnegie Mellon and an MBA from Stanford University,
and lives in Portola Valley, CA with his wife, Ms. Neeru Khosla.
